A working city is a lot like a living cell.  In a city, different businesses have different functions, but the businesses all work together to help the city run successfully.  Some businesses help us communicate information, others construct new structures.  Some provide energy, while others store food or water.  There are businesses that keep us safe and others to keep us healthy.  There is even a business to remove waste properly so it doesn’t build up in the city.  A city needs all these businesses to function properly.  

A cell has parts to help it function properly, too.  Cells have cell parts, called organelles that are the like the businesses in a city.   Each organelle has a specific job.  The organelles work together to keep the cell functioning successfully.
Assignment:  Design a city as an analogy for a Eukaryotic Cell.

1. You will randomly select a plant or animal cell in class at the start of this project.  Be sure to label your city as a Plant Cell City or an Animal Cell City. 
2. Use items/businesses in your city to represent the cell’s parts and their functions.  Be sure each is item/business is labeled on your drawing. 
3. On the back of your city drawing, complete the analogy guide to show how each cell part is like the item/business you used to represent it in your city.

4. Your Cell City should demonstrate appropriate effort and neatness.  Projects are expected to be drawn and colored neatly.  Written work should proofread and demonstrate your best.  Handwriting should be neat and legible.
